Years 7 to 12 
 
Coats  

Coats are not compulsory, but if students wish to wear a coat the following is 
acceptable: 

 Girls and Boys 7-10 Navy School Spray Jacket with School Crest or School 
Track Suit Jacket with School Crest.      

 The Senior (Boys & Girls) Navy Blazer is a compulsory part of the senior 
uniform. 

Overcoats 
 Overcoats are not compulsory but, if needed for further warmth, students can wear 

a plain navy or black overcoat. 
  (Dri-az-a-bone style coats are not part of the uniform.) 
 
Accessories  

The only pieces of jewellery that are accepted as part of the school uniform 
are a watch and one pair of small gold or silver stud earrings.   
 
Hair clips, hair bands, ribbons, clips etc., should also be in keeping with the school 
uniform.  Maroon or navy blue hair ribbons are the only acceptable colours. 

 
Hair    

Hair should be clean and well groomed.  Extremes in style and fashion are 
unacceptable.  Students are reminded that hair should not be cut under a 2 cut and 
this includes undercuts.  Boys should be clean-shaven. 

 
Hats  

As part of the School Sun Care Policy we strongly encourage students to wear 
protective headwear, particularly during Terms 1 and 4.  A School Bucket Hat, 
baseball cap and Beanie with School Crest are available from the School Office.  
Wearing of other caps or beanies is not acceptable nor caps with graffiti.  Students 
wishing to purchase a cream straw hat may order through our office. 

 
Beanie      

In freezing weather conditions the school navy beanie may be worn with the winter 
uniform. 

 
Scarves  
 Plain maroon or navy blue scarves only to be worn. 
 
Sports Uniform  
 On days when it is permitted for students to wear the sports uniform, the school 

tracksuit or sport uniform can be worn to and from school.  Students should wear 
either the correct sports uniform or full school uniform. 

 
Make Up  
 Students are not to wear make up to school.
